NEW BUSINESS

Insurance Renewal – Current insurance was approved by the manager to keep in effect.  The Board reviewed the “options” and would like additional information on the Building Ordinance coverage.

2006-7 Budget – The July 2006 CPI is not due to be released until August 16th.  Based on the June CPI of 4.3 it was determined that the dues could be increased to $165.84 plus the carry over of $.44 from last year for a rounded total of %166.00.  The Board reviewed the proposed draft and changes to bring down the deficits were recommended.  On a motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried to terminate the services of Custom Security.  Ina will send a 30-day notice.  An updated copy of the Budget will be presented for next month.

Annual Meeting – October 17, 2006.  Marilyn and Mary’s terms expire a meeting.  If additional chairs are available the location would be the South Library.  Items for agenda would be:  Xeriscape and gas leaks.
