Homeowner:  Two Homeowners were in attendance, Tony McCrimmon of 3975 Richfield and Chad Shipley of 3931 Richfield. Also in attendance were Dave Early of Emerald Isle for the Vendors Portion of the Meeting, Officer Rivale and Ina Meyer of Western States Property Services.

HOMEOWNER FORUM  - Chad Shipley was requested to respond to his e-mails.  Unfortunately the issue never got beyond the obscene language that Chad insisted on using.  He did request a copy of a bill, and was advised of the SB-05-100 Procedure to do so.  He then requested a homeowner’s list – this was denied, He would also need to provide the required SB-100 Form for Board approval and the Board would need to review for his reason of request or if it would be an invasion of privacy for the owners of the HOA.  Mr. Shipley had a check for the February dues that was returned by the Post Office due to the use of the former address.  He also presented a $100 bill and asked for a receipt. Emerald Isle – Dave reported that we are OK for moisture at this time because most of the trees are mature.  The moisture will be monitored in March, and may need t turn on the sprinklers.   Evergreen trees will be trimmed soon, but deciduous cannot in this season.  They will be dishing trees.  The Board requested tree by the “plastic” fence on the east side might need some attention.  He will also look at the tie wall on the west side.

2009 Swim Season Proposals – Proposals were received from Apollo, Alligator and Perfect Pools. This is for 6-days a week service and repairs to the pump room and system. .  An additional proposal is expected for the resurface and will be considered next month.

NEW BUSINESS

American Arbor Care  - Proposal was in response to rfp for the prune and removal of dead wood on trees that appear to be hitting a building, and note any others that are dead.  After a review of the proposal a motion was made by Marilyn, seconded by Charlie and unanimously carried to approve the proposal in the amount of $9,495.00 with the addition of the removal of the tree in front of 3965 S. Richfield.  This tree is to be cut, and the wood to be left for Tony McCrimmon.

Melvin O’Hara’s Letter sent to attorney -  – After a review of the letter a motion was made by Marilyn, seconded by Charlie and unanimously carried to have the attorney respond .to his letter

Accident at\in Pine Tree by Mill Cart - A pick up truck slid into the pine tree on January 27, 2009.  Todd Johnson, who lives in 4006 Rifle, called the police.  Ina obtained a police report, and took pictures.  Driver was notified.  Emerald Isle was asked to clean up the broken t=branches, and have submitted a bill, which has been provided to the driver for reimbursement.

Xeriscape for 2009 – A motion was made by Audi, seconded by Marilyn and unanimously carried to forego xeriscape this year, and table locations for consideration until the fall for spring of 2010 projects.  Charlie will work on the specifications for this project.
