OLD BUSINESS

Courts Issues – Charlie reported that trash has not been emptied. Trash is to be emptied 2x week for a fee of $25.00.  Police have been called several times for players in the BB Court that are not residents.  Entry s questionable.  Climbing fence is a liability if someone gets hurt, even though posted for No Trespassing.  Resolution signed in 2004 stated that Owners must be present when guests are playing on the courts.  This can be included in the next newsletter.

NEW BUSINESS

Waste Management Renewal (curb pick up)  - Currently monthly base is $961.20.  The renewal contract will be $1009,80 effective August 1, 2009.  Increase is $9.35 per home.  Fuel fees vary per month. On a motion made by Karen, seconded by Mary and unanimously carried to approve and sign this contract.  .
New Legislation HB 1359 – This new law required each Board to have a reserve study plan.  The attorney can prepare a document that would meet with the requirements. On a motion made by Audi, seconded by Marilyn and unanimously carried to have the attorney prepare this document.

Sewer Line break – 4063 Rifle Way -  The break was from roots and flooded the basement level of 4063.  The contractor that was engaged did a camera of the line and found two breaks, one under the common ground and one under the driveway of 4071.  The one after 4071 was after the lines joined before going to the street.  Work is currently being done.  The HOA will need to reimburse for this, as the cause was roots from common area trees.

Privacy Fence, 4134 Richfield – Board reviewed the correspondence – Violation for installing unapproved privacy fence, Submittal for AC Approval, denial of AC Request, Response from Owner that she would not remove it, and response from WSPS.  Board is in agreement to continue with the fine schedule, and to advise owners that she would be liable for legal fees and costs to have the fence removed if necessary.

CORRESPONDENCE AND VIOLATIONS

A review of the correspondence and violations that are in the packet was made.  No action was needed.
