HOMEOWNER FORUM

Emerald Isle – Dave reported that aeration would be done this month now that we have received some moisture it is a good time.  Sprinklers will be activated by mid-April, but not turned on.

Apollo Aquatics – Chris and Bonnie came at the request of the Board to meet them, and to discuss the painting vs. resurfacing of the pool.  They do not recommend painting, and described why. Resurfacing is preferred.  Cost is $9,000-$12,000 and could be done in the fall preferably.  Temporary touch up is a possibility for this season.
