MINUTES OF July 18. 2006 and August 165, 2006

On a motion duly made by Karen, seconded by Charlie and unanimously carried to approve both the July 18 and the August 15, 2006 meeting minutes as presented.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Ina made a review of the August 2006 Financial Statements. Noting that there was a negative balance again this month in the checking account of -$10,508.87 at the end of August.  Checks are still being held.  Water bills were $11,422.82 for July and $9,080.85 for August that were cut in September.  The July, August and September reserve transfer checks have been void.  We still need $20,000 to cover current obligations.  On a motion made by Marilyn, seconded by Charlie and unanimously carried to approve the transfer of $20,000 from reserves to operating to meet current obligations.   On a motion made by Marilyn, seconded by Karen and unanimously carried to accept the August 2006 financial statements as presented

Also reviewing the “Delinquency Report”. with the receivables due increasing to $25,273.92 over $24,705.37 from July.  There are currently 3 units in foreclosure in Mill run.

MANAGEMENT REPORTS

A written report was included in the packet.  Items were reviewed and new items were covered under New Business.

OLD BUSINESS

2006-7 Budget – the proposed budget was revised in accordance with the changes made by the Board at the August meeting.    The CPI for July 1006 was 4.1%.  Setting the monthly assessments, beginning January 2007 at $165.  Note that there is still a carryover of $.44 form 2005, and $.52 from 2006.  On a motion duly made by Charlie, seconded by Marilyn and unanimously carried to approve the budget as presented in the September packet.

Annual Meeting – October 17, 2006.  Marilyn and Mary’s terms expire a meeting and both have agreed to be placed on the ballot for reelection.  Chairs are available from the Community Room, but we must leave them 20.  Agenda items are  Xeriscape and Maintenance Responsibilities (gas leaks).

Insurance Options – Board has requested additional information on Building Ordinance or Law coverage. After a review of the information from Peliton, the Board declined to take any action due to Budget restrictions.

NEW BUSINESS

3958 Richfield Request for Reimbursement – the board reviewed the letter and invoice copy from the owner (Lane)  for the removal a beehive from her property (porch).  On a motion duly made by Karen, seconded by Marilyn and unanimously carried to decline reimbursement because this is a maintenance responsibility of the owner.
