Ina made a review of the August 2009 Financial Statements.  On a motion duly made by Marilyn, seconded by Audi and unanimously carried to accept the August 2009 Financial Statements as presented. 

MANAGEMENT REPORTS

A written report was included in the packet.  Items were reviewed and new items were covered under New Business. 

OLD BUSINESS

Insurance Claim Update – Roof are being completed.  City inspections will follow.  Currently Weatherguard is looking at the gutters, but find that most were not hail storm damage, but maintenance neglect.

Annual Meeting – October 20, 2009 – Terms that expire at the 2009 Annual Meeting are Mary and Charlie.  (Note:  2010 are Karen and Marilyn, 2011 is Audi and Mike.)  Speaker for the meeting was discussed. Ina will contact Eric of Peliton to see if he would be available to speak regarding insurance coverage owner’s need.

NEW BUSINESS

Emerald Isle Landscape\Snow Removal Renewal  - On a motion made by Audi, seconded by Marilyn and unanimously carried to approve the renewal affective January 1, 2010.
Audit\Tax Returns for Year End 9/30/09 – The Board reviewed both proposals.  On Motion made by Audi, seconded by Marilyn and unanimously carried to approve the proposal for tax returns only.  Note that Audit will be for year-end 2010.

Late Date.  Accounting advised that most HOAs have the 10th or 15th for late date, which is more in line with what mortgage companies do.  At this time the board did not want to move the date from the 20th, but will reconsider in 2010.

Satellite Dish Placement – Ina brought to the Board several incidents of the dishes being placed on the roof, and having to be removed for the roof replacement.  In contacting owners (that had not filled out the proper HOA form), it was learned various things – no longer in use, prior tenants must have had, and to put back.  Removing the dish from a roof leaves holes that could cause potential leaking into the unit.  After being replaced, owners had to call for adjustment.  One owner tried to have it put on another unit’s roof for better signal, or wanted HOA tree limbs to be removed. .  After some discussion a motion was made by Audi, seconded by Marilyn and unanimously carried:  Effective 11-1-9009 new satellite dishes will not be permitted on the roof. Owners\Tenants must remove dishes no longer in use and have the holes plugged.  Intent to Install Satellite Dish Form must be used prior to installation.

4134 S Richfield – Privacy Fence (Askins) – review of the letter that owner sent to the attorney for the structure called a deck, previously (and it is) privacy fence was made.  The Board made the following recommendations to be sent via a letter to the owner:  

1. Violation remains in affect, along with the fines.  You may view the Enforcement Policy (SB-05-100) on line.  It is not Bylaws.

2. An option that the Board has approved would be for the railings\pickets on this deck to be no more than 3 ½’ from the deck floor. Material must be of the white “trex” that you have used. This will need to be done by October 1, 2009.

3. All Fines must be paid by October 1, 2009. 

4. If the option listed above or the privacy fence is not removed and fines paid by October 1, 2009 then the Board has authorized the HOA Attorney to proceed with legal action. All fees for enforcement of this violation will be billed to you.

CORRESPONDENCE AND VIOLATIONS

A review of the correspondence and violations that are in the packet was made.  No action was needed.
